thinks of me, Christ in the mouth of everyone who speaks of me, Christ in every eye that 
sees me, Christ in every ear that hears me.”  As we strive to communicate the Christian 
faith to the nest generations, we would do well to highlight Christian heroes like Saint 
Patrick, whose brave witness and tireless efforts continue to bear fruit as a beacon of light 
to this day.   
In just 7 years time, the Church in Ireland will be celebrating the 2000th Anniversary of 
Patrick bringing the faith. Let’s us that time to build up the faith and deepen our faith in 
Jesus.
